The wire rope is spooled around a tapered drum, which rotates inside the Case.
Tools installed on the Spring hook at the end of wire rope can be moved up and
down smoothly thanks to the torque of a Flat spiral spring built inside the tapered

drum.

Using the tools within the rated hanging range, the spring tension can be adjusted

1. Turn the Handle to the right (clockwise), and
slide up the Trigger.

2. Release the Trigger, with the Handle held at
this position.

3. Turn the Handle slowly to the left (counter-
clockwise) by the Flat spiral spring.

/\ CAUTION

Don't turn the Handle quickly to the left. (Don't lose
hold of the Handle.) Hazard to injury with the quickly
turned Handle exists. And hazard to the damage of
the Flat spiral spring exists.

@The service life expectation of the Flat spiral spring will be drastically declined if
the balancer is used above the maximum load range. Also, the performance will
be seriously diminished if the balancer is used below the effective load range.

INSPECTION AND REPAIRS

Please do these inspections at least once a month.

@ Check the wire rope for evidence of fraying.

@ Check the case or housing screws for proper tightening.

@ Check the Spring hook for excessive wear (Please exchange less than 3mm dia.).
@ Check the Swivel hook for excessive wear (Please exchange less than 3.5mm).
@ Check the case for crack.
